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Exhibition of Cartoon
Against Corruption

Transparency International Bangladesh
(TIB) organized its fourth Anti-Corruption
Cartoon Competition to mark the
International Anti-Corruption Day
2009 (9 December). As part of TIB’s
Youth Engagement and Support (YES)
programme, the competition and
this exhibition are aimed at creating
greater awareness and motivation
among the young generation to say
NO TO CORRUPTION. It also gives
the participants an opportunity to
communicate their understanding about
corruption and raising voice against its
affects.

This Exhibition of Cartoon Against
Corruption is consists of cartoons which
have received award and special mention
out of 472 entries in two age groups of
13-18 and 19-35 years.

CARTOON AGAINST CORRUPTION

Cartoon Exhibition 2006-2009 at a glance

TIB organized the first anti-corruption cartoon competition and exhibition in 2006. A
total of 316 entries was received from 150 young cartoonists. The large participation
manifested the fact that there was not only a demand for it but also a commitment
which kept on increasing in the following years. In 2007, number of entries rose to
747 and in 2008 it reached aimost 800. This year, the number of entries is 472 by 232
cartoonists. This year, a total of 60 cartoons has been selected from two age groups
to put on display among which three in each category were selected by judges for
awards. With that a record number of young creative cartoonists in the last four years
gathered under TIB's Youth Engagement & Support (YES) programme and have shown
the commitment and dedication to build a corruption free country.

Cartoon is a great tool for sensitization, creating awareness and developing a sense of
responsibility and commitment through easy and satirical presentation of facts, events
and stories. Cartoons have been playing an important role in many countries of the
world as a useful anti-corruption tool. Cartoonists in this competition have emerged
as a force not only to increase awareness but also to protest against corruption and
various injustices happening in the society. The cartoons contained in this exhibition are
a treasure of information on the nature and impact of corruption in Bangladesh, which
we believe, provide a strong collective voice for change.

TIB also organized cartoon exhibitions in various parts of the country since 2006 to
spread the anti-corruption messages and create a demand for actions against corruption
at the grassroots level. Altogether 1,50,000 spectators visited these exhibitions.

Transparency International Bangladesh (TIB)
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The 4th Anti-Corruption Cartoon Competition once again
generated warm response from aspiring and some professional
or near-professional cartoonists. However, the participation
this year had been lesser than last year's. The theme of this
year's competition was corruption in health, education and
local government. Most of the participants apparently could
not decide which subject they should choose or whether they
should touch upon all the subjects. Some cartoonists tried to
combine all of the three aspects in the single cartoons, many
chose health, many education and a few focused on the
local government aspect. As usual, some cartoons were not
relevant. The participation by the younger group was rather low
compared to the older group. Again, | think this was because of
the three aspects of the competition’s theme.

In terms of drawing skills, as usual we saw some fantastic
works in the older group. There had been some excellent
artworks but they could not make it to the top due to lack of
relevance or originality. And there were a couple of cartoonists
who submitted several good quality cartoons. In contrast, the
younger group this time lacked volume of quality works. But
we did see some extra-ordinary works in this group, which
could not fit in to the competition due to lack of relevance.

Overall the competition generated some great works.
Nevertheless, the diverse participation from all corners of
the country demonstrates that the TIB competition generates
tremendous enthusiasm among young people and contributes
to the never ending campaign against corruption.
